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In the name of Allaah, the Most Merciful, the Bestower of Mercy
It is Kufrin i'tiqaad (belief), when he for example believes that...

4+ Allaah has a wife or a child, or believes that

4+ Allaah has a partner in (His) dominion, or that

4+ Allaah has someone with Him who disposes the affairs of all things in this world, or
when he believes that

4+ someone shares with Allaah in His names, attributes or actions, or believes that

someone other than Allaah is deserving of worship, or believes that

+

+ Allaah has a partner in Rububiyyah®

...then he disbelieves with this i'tigaad a major disbelief which takes one out of the religion.
